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Introduction
Many local residents and businesses may be aware that 

Bayside City Council has introduced a 12-month ‘No 

Stopping’ zone trial (running from November 2010 to 

November 2011) along Route 33 Beach Road. At the 

same time, Council has secured $1.5 million from the State 

Government to develop and implement a Strategy for 

improving the amenity and safety along the Beach Road 

Corridor. This Strategy is being developed in partnership with 

VicRoads as Beach Road is a state arterial road.

During the past six months, Council in conjunction with 

State Government, VicRoads and a Stakeholder Reference 

Group (see page 5), has undertaken a number of activities to 

monitor the ‘No Stopping’ trial and begin development of the 

Beach Road Usage Corridor Strategy .

This purpose of this document is to bring the Bayside and 

Kingston communities up-to-date on the ‘No Stopping’ trial 

and explain the methodology and approach to developing 

the Strategy. 

This paper also invites public feedback and comment on 

both the ‘No Stopping’ trial and the draft treatment options 

for the Beach Road Strategy (see page 6). 
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About the Beach Road Corridor 
Strategy development
The Beach Road Corridor Strategy is about proposing 

actions and solutions to improve safety and amenity for all 

road users, residents and local businesses along the corridor.

The corridor (part of Route 33) includes the full road reserve 

of Beach Road, Esplanade and St Kilda Street contained 

within the municipalities of Bayside and Kingston, the Beach 

Road shared off-road path and associated infrastructure within 

the road reserve.  

The staged approach to the Strategy development includes:

Some of the matters considered in the development of this 

Strategy to date include:

•	 Improving access to foreshore car parks

•	 Additional pedestrian operated traffic signals

•	 Indented parking

•	 On-road and off-road cycling facilities

•	 Completion of the Bay Trail Shared Path South link, 

including investigation into the best use of the existing 

road space to achieve the desired outcome

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The development of the Beach Road Strategy draft 

treatment options has included independent technical 

analysis by traffic consultants (Traffix Group) of all activity 

nodes along Route 33 Beach Road.

Analysis has included a review of the Bayside Bicycle 

Strategy (2003), Route 33 (Elwood to Mordialloc) - Proposed 

Weekend Mornings No Stopping Bans - Technical 

Investigation Oct 2005, council reports, correspondence 

and public submissions made to Council, Monash University 

Accident Research Centre, review of cyclist bunch riding 

(i.e. cyclist behaviour), crash data from VicRoads and 

CRASHSTATS database, traffic volume and bicycle rider 

surveys and detailed site inspections along Beach Road.

A Stakeholder Reference Group has also been involved 

in identifying and prioritising issues along the corridor and 

providing input into the development of the draft options.

Strategy is about coming up with a Strategy  
that is evidence-based and enhances safety  
and amenity for road users and residents.

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About the ‘No Stopping’ trial
The ‘No Stopping’ trial is a 12-month trial running from 

November 2010 to November 2011. Its aim is to assess 

safety outcomes for all users, including pedestrians, 

recreational cyclists, motorists, on-road cyclists and the 

impact on residential parking, from imposing weekend 

morning no stopping zones along the length of Route 33.

Monitoring of the ‘No Stopping’ trial in Bayside is being 

carried out by VicRoads, Council and the Stakeholder 

Reference Group. 

In addition, VicRoads has distributed a direct-mail survey 

to residents affected by the trial. This survey is designed to 

measure resident’s perception and experience of the trail with 

results due by June 2011. VicRoads has also undertaken 

aerial videoing of cyclist behavior along Beach Road during 

the no stopping period.

A similar ‘No Stopping’ trial has been conducted by Kingston 

Council and results of this trial are to be provided to Council 

and the Stakeholder Reference Group for consideration.

In addition to the ‘No Stopping’ trial already identified as 

a treatment, further treatments are developed through the 

Corridor Strategy.
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Involving the community  
and stakeholders 

Involving stakeholders and community is a key priority during 
the ‘No Stopping’ trial and the Strategy development.

In November last year, a Stakeholder Reference Group (SRG) 
was established following a public call for nominations. 

The SRG currently comprises 16 stakeholder representatives 
including: VicRoads, Bayside City and Kingston City 
Councils, Victoria Police, Bicycle Victoria, Cycle Sport 
Victoria, The Amy Gillett Foundation, Sandringham and 
District Memorial Hospital, Department of Transport, 
Department of Sustainability and Environment, Parks 
Victoria, commercial groups and community representatives.

The SRG meets monthly until June 2011 and its role is to 
ensure the community, key stakeholders and specific interest 
groups are involved in identifying issues, considering data, 
research and other relevant considerations. Group members 
are invited to provide feedback and input and seek the opinions 
of their members and community networks.

Public input is being sought via the council website  
(www.bayside.vic.gov.au) which contains detailed 
information about the trial and Strategy development along 
with online feedback forms. A range of other activities 
are being implemented to ensure the community has an 
opportunity to find out more and provide input, including:

•	 Display of draft treatment options for Beach Road and 
information sheets on public display at Bayside Council  

•	 Consultation Paper distributed to Bayside residents

•	 Focus groups conducted with community and stakeholders 

•	 Email enquiry service set up to handle questions and requests
