b) Show the location of all tree protection measures to be utilised.

Traffic and Car Parking Management Plan 

23. Prior to the endorsement of plans pursuant to Condition 1, a Traffic and Car 
Parking Management Plan to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority must 
be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority. When approved, 
the plan will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit. The plan must 
include: 

a) All car parking space and aisles designed in accordance with AS2890.1.
